DEFINITION
Under the direct supervision of the Police Office Manager, escorts school children across public streets as needed.

ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Serve as a representative of the City of Mesquite, demonstrating a positive attitude and progressive actions
through the display of professionalism, courtesy, and appropriate tact and discretion in all interactions with
other employees and with the public.

2. Set up and take down orange warning cones used in crosswalks to provide a safe avenue for school
children.

3. Stops traffic by holding warning sign as high as possible over head.

4. Escort school children across streets at prescribed times of day.

5. Wear safety gear in performance of duty.

6. Be dependable and meet acceptable attendance requirements at all times.

7. Follow all applicable safety rules and regulations.
